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Meet Jeanne (Jah-ahh-n) Gagliano. Jeanne Ann Cazaubon was born to a French family in New 
Orleans in the Spring of 1931. Her mother, Queenie, a school teacher, and father, Harold, an old 
time butcher, later TV repairman, raised 2 girls & 1 boy. At 5, Jeanne got her 1st dog Duke, a Bos-
ton Bull Terrier, who lived a whopping 20 years! Jeanne attended John McDonna High School 
with her Italian friend, Rita. At age 15, Rita invited her brother, Chuck, to a King Cake Party 
while on Naval leave. Jeanne & Chuck met and dated a little over a year before they married in 
1948. Jeanne turned 17 on April 22nd, became a Gagliano on the 24th and her new husband turned 
21 four days later. Chuck completed his service before their 1st son, Charles Jr., was born in 1950. 
To ease Jeanneôs annoyance of the nickname óLittle Charlieô, Charles senior gave his nickname, 
Chuck to his son and reverted to Charles. Two years later, baby Michael was born and only lived 2 
days due to a medical mistake. He is her angel in heaven. Bonnie, Julie & Harold (named after her 
father, against his wishes) were all born close in age. Once the children were school age, Jeanne 
worked as a bookkeeper at their Catholic Church, Our Lady of Prompt Succor. Charles worked for 
the Southern Pacific Railroad until 1962, when Jeanneôs boss secured him a cemetery job. Over 
the years, the Gagliano family gradually upgraded their camping style from a station wagon to a 
pull-trailer. Jeanne & Charles were in a card club with 2 married couples. The hosting couple was 

always taken to breakfast the morning of game night. In their home, traditional Christmas dinner was turkey and their favorite 
family meal was spaghetti and meatballs. Every day for 20 years, the couple jogged to 5 AM mass, walked through the park to 
breakfast and then went to work. Jeanne retired after 32 years of work and Charles 25 years. They spent the remaining 25 
years in a log cabin they built in the woods of Folsom, LA. In 2009, Jeanne quit driving after her Dry Macular Degeneration 
morphed large objects into shadowy figures while she was behind the wheel. A few years later Charles was diagnosed with 
Mesothelioma. He contracted it during the military and lived without symptoms for 50 years until it spread after a bypass sur-
gery. The Gagliano's celebrated 66 years of marriage in 2014. Soon thereafter Jeanne moved closer to her daughter in Conroe. 
She became best friends with Sophie Traver and they decided to tour Woodhaven together. The besties had so many friends 
here it was a nice adjustment being so far from family. Today Jeanneôs family tree includes 10 grandchildren, 13 greats and 1 
great great grandchild! Her favorite quote is one of her own, ñGod forgive my doubts and fears, for I know you are always 
with meò. Ms. Jeanne, you are a precious gem to all who know you. Thank you for your strong faith and encouragement, we 
love you!
